A More Excellent Way
After discussing the various charismatic gifts, special gifts of the Holy Spirit that were not 

given equally or to all, St Paul moves on in his First Letter to the Corinthians to downplay the reality of  
speaking in tongues or prophesying.  Why?  It would seem that the Christians of Corinth were placing 
inordinate emphasis and prestige on having charismatic gifts.  In order to dispel any misconceptions  
that speaking in tongues or having the gift of healing made that individual better or more important than 
someone with no charismatic gifts, Paul has to point out that “There are different kinds of spiritual gifts 
but the same Spirit; there are different forms of service but the same Lord; there are different workings 
but the same God who produces all of them in everyone” (1Cor 12:4-6).  Indeed, he goes on to say “Are 
all apostles?  Are all prophets?  Are all teachers?  Do all work mighty deeds?  Do all have gifts of  
healing?  Do all speak in tongues?  Do all interpret?  Strive eagerly for the greatest spiritual gifts.  But  
I shall show you a still more excellent way” (1Cor 12:29-31).  In other words, the one who heals or 
speaks in tongues is not better nor are those lacking these gifts inferior or destined for hell.

Continuing, he writes “If I speak in human and angelic tongues but do not have love, I am a 
resounding gong or a clashing cymbal.  And if I have the gift of prophecy and comprehend all mysteries 
and all knowledge; if I have all faith so as to move mountains but do not have love, I am nothing.  If I  
give away everything I own, and if I hand my body over so that I may boast but do not have love, I gain  
nothing” (1Cor 13:1-3).

That more excellent way is love, surpassing all of the special gifts of the Holy Spirit such as  
being called to be an Apostle, a prophet, a teacher, and so forth.  Absent love, those extraordinary  
spiritual gifts amount to nothing.  Absent love, heaven is not assured even for those whose faith is so  
vast as to move mountains.  Jesus makes this point as well: “Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ 
will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only the one who does the will of my Father in heaven.  Many will  
say to me on that day, ‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name?  Did we not drive out demons in 
your name?  Did we not do mighty deeds in your name?’  Then I will declare to them solemnly, ‘I never  
knew you.  Depart from me, you evildoers” (Mt 7:21-23).  When we understand that “no one can say, 
‘Jesus is Lord,’ except by the Holy Spirit” (1Cor 12:3) it becomes clear that Jesus says “I never knew 
you.  Depart from me, you evildoers” to people whose faith was inspired by the Holy Spirit, people who 
would be accounted as His disciples.  For St Paul, the prominent proponent of faith, to place love above  
faith ought to get the attention of every Christian.

Which brings us to the question of what is love?  What is the love that is greater than faith? 
What is the love Jesus speaks of when He speaks of the two greatest commandments, namely love of 
God above all things and love of neighbors as ourselves?  St Paul, again in the 13 th chapter of First 
Corinthians gives something of a definition.  In verses 4 through 7 he tells us what love is and what it is  
not.  This is not a dictionary or a textbook definition, but one that is practical.  This is not so much a  
comprehensive definition as it is illustrative.  Specifically, St Paul teaches “Love is patient, love is kind. 
It is not jealous, love is not pompous, it is not inflated, it is not rude, it does not seek its own interests, it  
is not quick-tempered, it does not brood over injury, it does not rejoice over wrongdoing but rejoices 
with the truth.  It bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things.”

Notice that the love spoken of in the New Testament, either by Jesus, by Paul or by anyone else is  
not an emotion or a feeling in any way.  Strictly speaking, it is a virtue.  It is a chosen behavior that is often 
difficult to accomplish and often requires self-negation, self-sacrifice, and general selflessness.  This love 
spoken of by Jesus, Paul, et. al. must rise above emotion, choosing to love when disappointment, anger, 
resentment, and even betrayal are experienced.  That our love for God and neighbor is not fundamentally 
emotional is good to bear in mind this weekend when many celebrate the emotional aspect of love on 
Valentine’s day.  This love of husband and wife is both emotional and virtuous, but the virtuous love of self-
negation, self-sacrifice, and selflessness is always possible even when emotional love falters. -Fr Booth
